Since 2012, she has been working at the Private College of Managerial Informatics, Economics
and Law in Prague, later transformed into the University of Business and Law, and since 2017
she has been its rector.

She has long been involved in criminal policy against juvenile delinquents, criminal sanctions,
including prisons, victims of crime, domestic violence, stalking, etc.

She has been publishing in national and international magazines and is the author or co-author
of textbooks and expert monographs on criminology, criminal policy and criminal law.
Between 2014 and 2015 she has worked in the government of Bohuslav Sobotka as Minister
of Justice for more than a year.
