Po ukonceni stredni Skoly nastoupila na Ministerstvo zahrani¢niho obchodu a po tfech letech
praxe byla vysldna na ¢eskoslovensky zastupitelsky Grad v Syrii, kde stravila dalsi tfi roky.

Po navratu ze zahranici vystudovala v Praze vysokou Skolu a nasledné pracovala vincomingové
cestovni kanceldfi.

Jejim dalSim plsobistém byl opét podnik zahrani¢niho obchodu, kde zastavala jednak pozici
tajemnice a zaroven byla zodpovédnd za dovoz z USA.

Od roku 2009 podnika v cestovnim ruchu — je spolumajitelkou cestovni agentury. TaktéZz v roce
2009 zalozZila neziskovou organizaci Plus 50, v niz je feditelkou. Organizace se snazi zlepSit
postaveni lidi nad 50 let véku na trhu prace.

V roce 2019 predlozila spolu s dalSimi poslanci a poslankynémi novelu antidiskriminacniho
zdkona.

Politician and businesswoman, director of the non-profit organization Plus 50, member of the
Chamber of Deputies of the Parliament of the Czech Republic since June 2018, member of the
ANO 2011 movement.

After graduating from high school, she joined the Ministry of Foreign Trade and after three
years of practice she was sent to the Czechoslovak Embassy in Syria, where she spent another
three years.

After returning from Syria, she studied at a university in Prague and subsequently worked
in travel agency.

She started to work in a foreign trade company, where she held the position of secretary
and was also responsible for imports from the USA.

Since 2009 she has been active in tourism — she is a co-owner of a travel agency. In 2009, she
also founded the non-profit organization Plus 50, in which she is the director. The organization
strives to improve the position of people over 50 in the labour market.

In 2019, she submitted, together with other deputies, an amendment to the Anti-
Discrimination Act.
